that more than half of the popu]afion in
Indonesia are dai]y-income residents
worl:ing in the informal sector. The
Central Statistics Agency (BPS) noted
that the informal sector dominates
emp]oymenf in Indonesia.

In February 2019, there were 74 million
people aged 15 years and over who
worked in the informal sector, while

on]y 55.3 million peop]e are wor]cing in

the formal sector. (*)

For now, the government does not give
much information, about how peop]e
should act in their dai]y life to protect
themselves, their families, friends, and
neighbours against the virus. The
Indonesian communities are sfrugg]ing
on the financial and nutritional aspect.

HOW?

e During these sessions, we will also
learn how to make sanitiser in
collaboration with our partners and
teach the basic measures to adopt to
slow the spreaol of the virus.

e Distribute fruits, Vegefab]es, rice and
fempeh, rich in nutrients and vitamins

to the population the most affected by

COVID-19; collaborated with Good
Friends (UD BOA&Bali Banana and
Teman Sayur) to supp]y the material
(Rice, Vegefab]es, and Fruits) fresh
from local farms to support economic
activities;

e Distribute brochures with all the
information necessary to prevent the
spread of the virus, social distance,
hand—washing, how to act in case of
symptoms, ufi]ify and good utilisation
of the mask;

e Distribute brochures of information
about real or fake news to avoid

misinformation and panic.




WHY?

The first issue is the lack of information
regarding pror‘ecfion, hygiene measures
and the fake news that circulates. We
must, therefore, inform communities about
the virus and how to protect ourselves

while avoiding creai‘ing panic.

The second one is that a large part of the
popu]aiion in Indonesia and Bali live
daily. They sell during the day so they
can afford food at nignf. The coronavirus
crisis is drasiica”y dropping their sales
and therefore iney can no ]onger afford

food.

We must all stand iogefner in these
specia] moments.
